Who must apply?

® Fveryone wanting to start a new qualification and/or a new specialisation/stream must apply for
admission.

® Applicants in their final year of study towards an undergraduate qualification must apply for
admission.

Students who obtained their
qualifications outside the borders of South Africa, must apply at SAQA (South African Qualification
Authority) to have their qualifications evaluated. The SAQA certificate of evaluation must be uploaded
as part of the online application process. Students are advised to apply for the certificate as soon as
possible. (www.SAQA .org.za). Students may apply if they are still waiting for their SAQA certificate.

How does the application process work?
